T. S. EliotMain themes

alienation from society, nature and the self

emptiness pervading the individual

incommunicability due to urban civilisation

aridity/sterility: vision of the world as an expanse of ruins

myth to provide unity

the quest for meaning is the subject of art

use of images to compress an emotional complex in an instant of time (haiku)

life seen as a series of scattered fragments

objective correlative: objects, situations, events awakening emotions

intertextuality to provide the reader with a multi-faceted vision of reality
